Islands Engineering, Inc. dated March 8, 2023, and consisting of 1 sheet. The Bidder agrees to begin
construction of this work by December 2, 2024.

Bidders requesting Contract Documents by mail shall include an additional nonrefundable treasurer's or
cashier’s check, payable to the Town of Falmouth, MA in the amount of $15.00 per set to cover costs of
handling and mailing.

General Bids must be accompanied by a bid deposit. The amount of the bid deposit shall be an amount
of 5 percent (5%) of the Bidder's maximum total bid price, payable to the Town of Falmouth, MA. The
bid security will be retained until the successful bidder has executed the contract with the Town,
whereupon it will be returned. If the bidder fails to execute the contract within 30 calendar days of the
Notice of Award, the Town may annul the award and the bid security will be forfeited.

Bidders may not withdraw their Bids for a period of 120 calendar days, after the actual date of the
opening of the Bids.

The successful Bidder must furnish a 100 percent (100%) Construction Performance Bond and a 100
percent (100%) Construction Payment Bond with a surety company licensed to do business in the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

Wage rates for this Project are subject to the minimum wage rates as per M.G.L. Chapter 149,
Section 26 to 27D inclusive.

The bidding and award of this Contract will be under the provisions of M.G.L. Chapter 30, Section
39M.

Bidders shall indicate their intent to comply with the Town of Falmouth's Supplemental Equal

INFORMATION TO BIDDERS / GENERAL CONDITIONS

1.  Attention of all bidders is directed to Massachusetts General Laws and to all other applicable
sections of the General Laws as most recently amended which govern the award of this Contract.

2.  The bidder shall submit his bid upon forms furnished by the office of the Harbormaster
Department/Waterways Committee. The bidder shall specify the price in figures and in words, if
space for words is provided. All words and figures shall be typewritten or in ink. In case of
discrepancy, the amount shown in words will govern.

3. All bids shall be signed correctly in ink by the individual or in case of a firm, partnership or
corporation, it shall be signed by a person having a legal authority from said firm, partnership or
corporation.

4.  All bids shall be submitted to the Town Manager, 59 Town Hall Square, Falmouth, Massachusetts
02540, on or before the date stated in the Notice to Bidders. Each bid shall be in a sealed envelope,
clearly marked to indicate the contents, together with the name and address of the bidder and the
time and date of bid opening.

5. Bids will be publicly opened and read at the time and place indicated in the Notice to Bidders.
Bidders or their authorized agents are invited to be present.

6. Bid forms shall be filled in. Bids which are incomplete, conditional, or obscure, or which contain
additions not called for will be rejected. Use the pages of this Document when submitting Bid and
submit Agreement Document intact. All bids along with the qualifying statements, shall be
considered firm prices for the period of the Bid as submitted by the bidder. Any Bid received after
the time and date of opening stated in the "Notice" shall not be opened. Unopened Bids will be
returned to the respective Bidders. No award will be made to any bidder who cannot satisfy the
Office of the Harbormaster/Waterways Committee that he has sufficient ability and experience in
this class of work and sufficient capital and plant to enable him to prosecute and complete the work
successfully within the time named. The Owner's decision or judgment on these matters will be
final, conclusive and binding.

7. The Office of the Harbormaster/Waterways Committee may make such investigations as it deems
necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the bidder shall furnish to
the Office of the Harbormaster/Waterways Committee all such information and data for this
purpose that the Office of the Harbormaster/Waterways Committee may request. The Office of the
Harbormaster/Waterways Committee reserves the right to reject any bid if the evidence submitted
by, or investigation of, such bidder fails to satisfy the Office of the Harbormaster/Waterways
Committee, that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Agreement and
to complete the work contemplated therein within the time set forth in the Bid Bid.

All applicable Federal, State and Local Laws, ordinance and rules, regulations (including but not
limited to any laws, ordinances or regulations relating to the Town of Falmouth, or the
Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection) of any authorities shall be binding upon
the bidder throughout the pendency of this Contract. The bidder shall be responsible for compliance
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with any such law, ordinance rule, or regulation, and shall hold the Town harmless and indemnify
same in the event of noncompliance the pendency of this Contract.

8. Certificate of Insurance acceptable to the Town shall be filed with the Town prior to execution of
any contractual Agreement. These Certificates shall contain a provision that coverage afforded
under the policies will not be reduced or canceled unless at least fifteen (15) days prior written
notice has been given to the Town.

The Contractor shall procure and maintain, at the Contractor's own expense, during the Contract
time, liability insurance as specified in the Contract, a form of which is attached hereto.

9. A Performance and Payment Bond in the amount of One Hundred (100%) percent of the annual
contract price will be required for the faithful performance of the Contract. The Contractor shall
obtain and submit the bond within ten (10) days after notification of the bid award. The successful
bidder's Bid Bond shall not be released until such time the Performance and Labor and Materials
Bonds have been posted. Within seven (7) working days of receipt of acceptable Payment Bond
and Agreement signed by the party to whom the Agreement was awarded, the Town shall sign the
Agreement and return to such party an executed duplicate of the Agreement.

At the time of the opening of bids, each bidder will be presumed to have read and to be thoroughly
familiar with the Contract Documents (including all addendum). The failure or omission of any
bidder to examine any form, instrument or document shall in no way relieve the bidder from any
obligation with respect to his bid. Each bidder shall acknowledge receipt of all the addendum
issued to the invitation for bids by so indicating on the Bid Sheet. Failure to do so shall be cause to
reject the bid as being non-responsive.

10. Each bidder must sign and submit the “Certificate of Non-Collusion” “EEO/AA Certification,” and
a “Certificate of Tax Compliance” with the bid sheet.

As per regulations, the Contractor shall give priority to utilizing resources in the area (Town of
Falmouth) including Subcontractors, and employee workers.

The Contractor shall comply with all Rules and Regulations of the Massachusetts Dept. of
Environmental Protection (MassDEP) as apply to the maintenance and management of the site.

The Contractor must provide all necessary equipment to perform the required work in the time
allowed as per the terms of this Bid. The Contractor shall furnish and pay the cost of all the
necessary materials and furnish and pay for all Superintendents, labor, tools equipment and
transportation and perform all work required for and the restoration of the property in strict
accordance with this Contract, and any amendments thereto and such supplemental plans and
Specifications which may hereafter be approved.

The actual performance of work and superintendence shall be performed by the Contractor, but the
Town shall, always, have access to the premises for the purpose of observing or inspecting the work
performed by the Contractor. Town's approval to allow Contractor to assign, subcontract or sublet
any portion or all this work shall not diminish or reduce Contractor's responsibility to perform
under this Contract. Contractor shall have full responsibility for all subcontractors or assignments
under this Contract. In the event the Town is dissatisfied with the progress or performance of the
Work in accordance with the Standard of Work or time of completion set forth in the Agreement,
the Town shall give the Contractor or his representative written notice in which the Town shall state
the cause of dissatisfaction; provided however, no written notice or opportunity for remedy shall be
provided, if Town finds the site unattended at any time or is violating any major operating
conditions established by Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA). Should the
Contractor fail to remedy the matters complained of within one (1) day after the written notice is
received by the Contractor or his representatives, the Contractor shall be deemed in default of this
Agreement and shall be paid only for such work as has been completed prior to default. Again, the
Contractor shall not be provided a one (1) day remedy period if site is found unattended at any time
and the Town shall be entitled to automatically terminate the Contract without notice if aforesaid
circumstances occur.

In any case, where there is a matter of opinion concerning any portion of the Specifications, work
methods, work to be accomplished or any other matter concerning this Contract, the final decision
shall be that of the Town.

The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the Town and the Town's agents and employees
from and against all losses and all claims, demands, payments suits, actions recoveries, and
judgments of every nature and description brought or recovered against them by reason of any act
or omission of the said Contractor, its agent, or employees, in the execution of the work or in
guarding the same. All lawsuits arising out of the contract activity shall be resolved in courts
located in Barnstable County, MA.

The Contractor shall not allow any other business interest or operation to interfere with or diminish
his ability to perform services required under this Contract with maximum efficiency.

All quantities are approximate and do not expressly or by implication agree that the actual
quantities will correspond therewith, but the Office of the Harbormaster/ Waterways Committee
reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity. An increase or decrease in the quantity for

any item shall not be regarded as cause for an increase or decrease in the prices. Once the bidder
has submitted his bid, and said bid is properly received by the Town for consideration and
comparison with other bids similarly submitted, the bidder agrees that he may not and will not
withdraw it for a period of fifteen (15) consecutive calendar days after the actual date of the
opening bids.

The Town of Falmouth has in place an Affirmative Action Policy and a Minority Business
Enterprise Program. Attention is called to the Certification that the bidder shall comply with the
minority manpower ratio. This Certification, of the Bid must be signed and submitted with the Bid.

Where applicable, all bid prices shall include the cost of mobilization of equipment within the
boundaries of the Town of Falmouth and no extra payment will be made for such mobilization or
movement of equipment from job-to-job site.

The Town may waive any formalities or minor defects or reject all bids. Any bid may be withdrawn
prior to the above scheduled time for opening of bids or authorized postponement thereof. Any bid
received after the time and date specified shall not be considered. Should there be reasons why the
Contract cannot be awarded within the specified period, the time may be extended by mutual
agreement between the Town and the bidder.

Payroll Records, Labor, Maximum Hours of Employment. Every employee in public work shall
lodge, board and trade where and with whom he elects; and no persons or his agents or employees
under Contract with the Commonwealth, a county, city or town or with a department, board,
commission or officer acting therefore, for the doing of public work, shall directly or indirectly
require as a condition of employment therein, that the employee shall lodge, board or trade at a
particular place or with a particular person (Chapter 49, Section 25 of the MA General Laws).

No laborer, workman, mechanic, foreman or inspector working within this Commonwealth, in the
employment of the Contractor, Subcontractor or other persons doing or contracting to do the whole
or a part of the work contemplated by this Contract, shall be required or permitted to work no more
than eight (8) hours in any one day or no more than 48 hours in any one week, or no more than six
(6) days in any one week, except in cases of emergency, or in case any town subject to Section 149
of the General Laws is a party to such a Contract, more than eight (8) hours in any one day, except
as aforesaid. The Department or the Contract or any Subcontractor may employ laborers, workmen,
mechanics, foreman and inspectors for more than eight (8) hours in any one day in the work to be
done or under Contract when in the opinion of the Commissioner of Labor and Industries, public
necessity so requires (Chapter 149, Section 34 of the General Laws, as amended).

Attention of Bidders is called to Section 148 of Chapter 149 of the General Laws and Amendments
thereof requiring the weekly payment of employees.

Upon request of the Engineer of the Massachusetts Department of Labor and Industries, the
Contractor shall furnish certified copies of any or all payrolls for the Contract, showing the name,
address, and occupational classification of each employee on said works, and the hours worked by,
and the wages paid each such employee. Such payroll shall also include the rates paid for rented
trucks or rental equipment of any kind used on the work. This requirement shall also apply to the
work of any Subcontractor having a Subcontract for any of the work performed on the project. Such
records shall be kept in such manner as the Commissioner of Labor and Industries shall prescribe

and shall be open to inspection by the Engineer or any authorized representative of the Department
of Labor and Industries at any reasonable time and as often as may be necessary. In the case the
work covered by this Contract is financed from Federal Funds the above provisions relative to the
hours of employment shall be subject to such revisions and amendment as are required by the Rules
and Regulations controlling the expenditures of such Federal Funds.

Buy American. The Contractor agrees that preference will be given to domestic material by the
Contractor, sub-contractors, material men, and suppliers for this Contract.

Compliance with Laws. The Contractor shall keep himself fully informed of all existing and future
Federal, State, and Local Laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations affecting those engaged or
employed on the Work, the materials and equipment used in the Work or the conduct of the Work,
and of all orders, decrees and other requirements of bodies or tribunals having any jurisdiction or
authority over the same. If any discrepancy or inconsistency is discovered in the Drawings,
Specifications or other Contract Documents in relation to any such law, ordinance, rule, regulation,
order, decree or other requirement, the Contractor shall forthwith report to the Manager in writing.
The Contractor shall at all times observe and comply with, and cause all his agents, servants and
employees to observe and comply with all such existing and future laws, ordinances, rules,
regulations, orders, decrees and other requirements and he shall protect, indemnify and save
harmless the Owners, its officers, agents, servants and employees from and against any and all
claims, demands, suits, liabilities, judgments, penalties, losses, damages, costs and expenses,
including attorney's fee, arising from or based upon any violation or claimed violation of any such
law, ordinance, rule, regulation, order, decree or other requirements, whether committed by the
Contractor or any of his agents, servants, or employees.

Provisions Required by Law Deemed Inserted. Each provision of Law and clause required by Law
to be inserted in the Contract shall be deemed to be inserted herein, and the Contract shall be read
and enforced as though they were included herein. If through mistake or otherwise any such
provision is not inserted, or is not correctly inserted, then upon the application of either party, the
Contract shall forthwith be physically amended to make such insertion.

Massachusetts Sales and Use Tax. Materials and equipment purchased for permanent installation in
this project will be exempt from the Massachusetts Sales and Use Tax. The exemption certificate
number is E-046-001-148. Each Bidder shall take this exemption into account in calculating his Bid
for the Work.

Any temporary utility of the Contractor's convenience, other than as stated in the Contract, shall be
the Contractor's responsibility and at his own expense.

Open Excavations: All open excavations shall be adequately safe guarded by providing temporary
barricades, caution signs, lights and other means to prevent accidents to persons, and damage to
property, in accordance with OSHA Trench Regulations. The length of open trench will be
controlled by the surrounding conditions but shall always be confined to the limits prescribed by the
Owner. If the excavation becomes a hazard, or if it excessively restricts traffic at any point, special
construction procedures shall be taken, such as limiting the length of open trench or requiring that
the trench shall not remain open overnight.

Work during Inclement Weather: No work shall be done under these Specifications except by
permission of the Engineer when the weather is unfit for good and careful work to be performed.
Should the severity of the weather continue, the Contractor upon the direction of the Owner, shall
suspend all work until instructed to resume operations by the Owner and the Contractor time shall
be extended to cover the duration of the order. Work damaged during periods of suspension due to
inclement weather shall be repaired and/or replaced by the Contractor. No earth fill or embankment
shall be placed upon frozen material. If there is a delay in the Work due to the weather conditions,
the necessary precautions must be taken to bond new Work to old.

A contact person must be designated by the Contractor upon award of the Contract who will be
accessible on a twenty-four-hour per day basis.

Written notice shall be given by the Contractor to all public service corporations or officials owning
or having charge of publicly or privately owned utilities of his intention to commence operations
affecting such utilities at least one (1) week in advance ~ of the commencement of such
operations that may affect their utilities and the Contractor shall at the same time file a copy of such
notice with the Engineer.

The Contractor shall do any work not herein otherwise provided for when and as ordered in writing
by the Engineer, such written order shall be prior to the Contractor performing the work and shall
set forth the Extra Work to be done, the basis of payment time adjustments, if any.

Wage Rates. Prevailing Wage Rates (schedules of rates are included in Section XI) as determined
by the Commissioner of Department of Labor and Industries under the provision of the
Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 149, Section 26 to 27D, as amended, apply to this project. It
is the responsibility of the Contractor, before bid opening, to request, if necessary, any additional
information on Prevailing Wage Rates for those trades people who may be employed for the
proposed work under this Contract.

Boycott. The Contractor shall not participate in or cooperate with an international boycott, as
defined in Section 999 (b)(3) and (4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or engage
in conduct declared to be unlawful by Section 2 of Chapter 151E of the Massachusetts General
Laws.

Safety and Health Regulations. This project is subject to the Safety and Health regulations of the
U.S. Department of Labor set forth in 29 CFR, Part 1926, and to the Massachusetts Department of
Labor and Industries, Division of Industrial Safety "Rules and Regulations for the Prevention of
Accidents in Construction Operations" (Chapter 454 CMR 10.00 et seq.). Contractors shall be
familiar with the requirements of these regulations.

The Successful Bidder shall comply with the Department of Labor Safety and Health Regulations
for Construction promulgated under the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (PL-91- 596)
and under Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (PL-91-54).

The Successful Bidder shall have a competent person or  persons, as required under the
Occupational Safety Health Act on the Site to inspect the Work and to supervise the conformance
of the Work with the regulations of the Act.

Manufacturer's Experience. Wherever it is written that an equipment manufacturer must have a
specified period of experience with its product, equipment which does not meet the specified
experience period can be considered if the equipment supplier or manufacturer is willing to provide
a bond or cash deposit for the duration of the specified time which will guarantee replacement of
that equipment in the event of failure. Such bond shall be an Efficiency Guarantee Bond executed
on a form to be approved by the Owner.

Access to Work. Representatives of the Commonwealth and any local agencies having a direct
interest in the Work shall have access to the Work under this contract wherever it is in preparation
or progress and the Contractor shall provide proper facilities for such access and inspection.

Laws and Regulations. Applicable provisions of Massachusetts General Laws and Regulations
and/or the United States Code and Code of Federal Regulations Govern this Contract and any

provision violation of the foregoing shall be deemed null, void and of no effect. Where conflict
between Code of Federal Regulations and State Laws and Regulations exist, the more stringent
requirement shall apply.

Examination of Contract Documents and Site. Before submitting a Bid, each Bidder must examine
the Contract Documents thoroughly, visit the site to become familiar with local conditions that may
in any manner affect cost, progress or performance of the Work and become familiar with Federal,
State, and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations that may in any manner affect cost, progress
or performance of the Work.

Before submitting a Bid, Bidders may, at their own expense, make such additional investigations
and test as they may deem necessary to determine their Bid for performance of the Work in
accordance with the time, price and other terms and conditions of the Contract Documents.

On request, Owner will provide each Bidder access to the site to conduct such investigations and
tests as each Bidder deems necessary for the submission of a Bid.

The submission of a bid will constitute an incontrovertible representation that the Bidder has
complied with every requirement of the Contract Documents which are sufficient in scope and
detail to indicate and convey understanding of all terms and conditions for performance of the
work.

Written clarifications or interpretations will be issued by Addenda not later than five (5) days
before the bid opening date. Only questions answered by formal written Addenda will be binding.
Oral and other clarifications or interpretations will be without legal effect. Addenda will be mailed
via certified mail with return receipt requested, to all parties recorded as having received the
Contract Documents.

Bidders are responsible for determining that they have received all addenda issued.

Bid Security. Each Bid must be accompanied by a bid bond, or a certified check on, or a treasurer's
or a cashier's check issued by a responsible bank or trust company, payable to Owner. The Bid
Security shall be in the amount stated in the Notice to Bidders and shall be sealed in a separate
envelope from the Bid and then attached to the envelope containing the Bid. All Bid Securities will
be returned on the execution of the Agreement or if no award is made, within one hundred twenty
(120) calendar days after the actual date of opening of the Bids, unless forfeited under the
conditions herein stipulated.

In case a party to whom a Contract is awarded shall fail or neglect to execute the Agreement and
furnish the satisfactory bonds within the time specified, Owner may determine that the Bidder has
abandoned the Contract, thereupon the Bid Forms and acceptance shall be null and void and the Bid
Security accompanying the Bid Form shall be forfeited to Owner as liquidated damages for such
failure or neglect and to indemnify said Owner for any loss which may be sustained by failure of
the Bidder to execute the Agreement and furnish the bonds as aforesaid, provided that the amount

forfeited to Owner shall not exceed the difference between the Bid Price of said Bidder and that of
the next lowest responsible and eligible bidder and provided further that, in case of death, disability,
or other unforeseen circumstances affecting the bidder, such Bid Security may be returned to the
Bidder.

Bids by corporations shall be executed in the corporate name by the president or a vice-president

Bids by partnerships shall be executed in the partnership name and signed by a partner, whose
title shall appear under this signature. The official address of the partnership shall be shown below
the signature.

Modification and Withdrawal of Bids. Bids may be modified only by an appropriate document
duly executed (in the manner that a Bid must be executed) and delivered to the place where Bids
are to be submitted at any time prior to the opening of Bids. Bids may be withdrawn prior to the
scheduled time (or authorized postponement thereof) for the opening of Bids.

Any Bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered. No Bid may be
withdrawn for a period of one hundred twenty calendar (120) days after the actual date of the
opening of the Bids.

Competitive Bidding. The bidding and award of the Contract shall be in full compliance with
Section 39M inclusive of Chapter 30 of the General Laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts
as last revised.

Daily Cleanup

A. The Contractor shall clean up, at least daily, all refuse, rubbish, scrap and surplus material,
debris and unneeded construction equipment resulting from the =~ construction operations and
sweep the area. The site of the work and the adjacent areas affected there shall always present a
neat, orderly and workmanlike appearance.

B. Upon written notification by the Engineer, the Contractor shall within 24 hours clean up those
areas, which in the Engineer's opinion, are in violation of this section and the above referenced
sections of the specifications.

Final Cleanup. Before acceptance by the Owner, the Contractor shall perform a final cleanup to
bring the construction site to its original or specified condition.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

Existing Utilities. All utilities as shown on the plans are as best as can be obtained from available
information. The Contractor is to further check with the Town of Falmouth Water Department, NSTAR,
National Grid, Comcast and Verizon, etc. for exact location of utilities as shown and those not shown.
Call Dig Safe prior to start of any excavation.

Water for Construction Purposes. The Contractor shall furnish water required for all purposes at his own
expense.

Property Corners. The Contractor shall replace all existing property corners and markers (i.e., iron pins,
stone monuments, etc.) that are moved during the Contract. Replacement of these corners and markers
shall be done by a Registered Professional Land Surveyor at the Contractor's own expense.

Underground Utilities. The Contractor shall be responsible for any damage that occurs to the underground
utilities (i.e., electrical, sanitary sewer lines etc.). Caution is to be exercised when the Contractor is
crossing these lines. The Contractor's attention is directed to the necessity of making his own
investigation to assure that no damage to existing structures, drainage lines, traffic signal conduits, etc.,
will occur. The Contractor shall notify "Mass. DIG SAFE" and procure a DIG SAFE number for each
location prior to disturbing existing ground.

Uniformed Police Officers for Traffic Control. The item for "Maintenance and Protection of Traffic"
does not include the cost of uniformed police officers for traffic control, and the Contractor is not to
figure this cost in, in submitting his bid. This item does include costs for flag men employed by the
Contractor. When in the opinion of the Engineer and the Chief of Police, uniformed police officers are
needed for traffic control; they shall be put on by the Engineer and Chief of Police and all cost shall be
borne by the Town.

Dust Control. The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions to prevent and abate nuisance caused
by dust arising from his operations. Approved methods applicable to various parts of the work such as
application of water spray, oils, tars, emulsions, or calcium shall be employed.

Existing Pavement Cuts. All existing pavement (cement concrete and bituminous concrete) shall be saw
cut for its entire thickness. Pavement breaker or other means of cutting joints will not be allowed.
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Cutting, Fitting and Patching. Workmanship and materials of patching and repair work shall match the
adjacent similar work and shall conform to the applicable sections of the specifications. Patches and
joints with existing work shall provide (as applicable in each case), visual, structural, and waterproofing
continuity.

Hauling, Handling and Storage of Materials. The Contractor shall, at his own expense, handle and haul
all material furnished by him and shall remove any of his surplus materials at the completion of the Work.

A Tack Coat of RS-1 rapid setting emulsion conforming to Section M3.03.0
shall be applied to the existing road surface, where the thickness of the new pavement is less than two (2)
inches and in areas of Bituminous Concrete excavation by cold planer and sections of driveways that will
be resurfaced.

Insufficiency of Safety Precautions. If, at any time, in the judgment of the Engineer or the Town, the
Work is not properly made safe in regard to public travel, persons on or about the Work, or public or
private property, the Engineer or Town shall have the right to order such safeguards to be erected and
such safeguards to be erected and such precautions to be taken as he deems advisable, and the Contractor
shall comply promptly with such precautions to be taken as he deems advisable, and the Contractor shall
comply promptly with such orders. If, under such circumstances, the Contractor does not or cannot
immediately put the work and the safeguard into proper and approved condition or if the Contractor or his
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representative is not upon the site so that he can be notified immediately of the insufficiently of safety
precautions, the Engineer or Town may put the work into such condition that it shall be in his opinion, in
all respects safe.

The wage schedule must be posted in a conspicuous place at the work site for the life of the project
in accordance with M.G.L. c. 149 § 27. The wages listed on the wage schedule must be paid to employees performing construction work on the project
whether they are employed by the prime contractor, a filed sub-bidder, or a sub-contractor.

¢ Apprentices working on the project are required to be registered with the Massachusetts Division of Apprentice Standards (DAS). Apprentices must keep
their apprentice identification card on their persons during all work hours on the project. An apprentice registered with DAS may be paid the lower
apprentice wage rate at the applicable step as provided on the prevailing wage schedule. Any apprentice not registered with DAS regardless of whether
they are registered with another federal, state, local, or private agency must be paid the journeyworker's rate.

e Every contractor or subcontractor working on the construction project must submit weekly payroll reports and a Statement of Compliance directly to
the awarding authority by mail or email and keep them on file for three years. Each weekly payroll report must contain: the employee’s name, address,
occupational classification, hours worked, and wages paid. Do not submit weekly payroll reports to DLS. For a sample payroll reporting form go to
http://www.mass.gov/dols/pw.

e Contractors with questions about the wage rates or classifications included on the wage schedule have an affirmative obligation to inquire with DLS at
(617) 626-6953.

¢ Contractors must obtain the wage schedules from awarding authorities. Failure of a contractor or subcontractor to pay the prevailing wage rates listed
on the wage schedule to all employees who perform construction work on the project is a violation of the law and subjects the contractor or subcontractor
to civil and criminal penalties.

e Employees not receiving the prevailing wage rate set forth on the wage schedule may file a complaint with the Fair Labor Division of the office of the

Attorney General at (617) 727-3465.

A designee of the Town and a designee of the Liaison Committee shall each have right of
access to the construction site.

Compliance with Requirements.

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Executive Order No.74, as amended by
executive Order No.116 dated May 1, 1975, and of Chapter 151B as amended, of the Massachusetts
General Laws, both of which are herein incorporated by reference and made a part of this Contract.

Non-Discrimination.

The Contractor, in performance of all work after award, and prior to completion of the Contract
work, will not discriminate on grounds of race, color, religious creed, national origin, age or sex in
employment practices, in the selection or retention of sub-contractors, or in the procurement of
materials and rentals of equipment.

Solicitations for Sub-Contractors, and for the Procurement of Material and Equipment.

In all solicitations either by competitive bidding or negotiation made by the Contractor either for
work to be performed under a sub-contractor or for the procurement of materials or equipment. Each
potential sub-contractor supplier shall be notified in writing by the Contractor of the Contractor’s
obligations under this Contract relative to non-discrimination and Affirmative Action.

this Section. If the Town or its agent finds the General Contractor or any Sub-contractor not in
compliance, it shall make a preliminary report on non-compliance, and notify such Contractor in
writing of such steps as will in the judgment of the Town or its agent bring such Contractor into
compliance. If such Contractor fails or refuses to fully perform such steps, the Town shall make a
final report of non-compliance, and recommend to the administering agency the imposition of one or
more of the sanctions listed below. If, however, the Town believes the General Contractor or any
Sub-Contractor has taken or is taking every possible measure to achieve compliance, it shall not
make a final report of non-compliance. Within fourteen (14) days of the receipt of the
recommendations of the Town the administering agency shall move to impose one or more of the
following sanctions, as it may deem appropriate to attain full and effective enforcement.

A. The recovery by the administering agency from the General Contractor of 1/100 of 1% of the
Contract award price or $1,000 whichever sum is greater, in the nature of liquidated damages or,
if a Sub-Contractor is in non-compliance, the recovery by the administrating agency from the
General Contractor, to be assessed by the General Contractor as a back charge against the Sub-
Contractor, of 1/100 of 1% of the Sub-Contractor price, or $400 whichever is greater, in the
nature of liquidated damages, for each week that such party fails or refuses to comply.

B. The suspension of any payment or part thereof due under the Contract until such time as the
General Contractor or any Sub-Contractor can demonstrate his compliance with the terms of the
Contract.

C. The termination, or cancellation, of the Contract, in whole or in part, unless the General
Contractor or any Sub-Contractor can demonstrate within a specified time his compliance with
the terms of the Contract.

D. The denial to the General Contractor or any Sub-Contractor of the right to participate in any
future contracts awarded by the administering agency for a period of up to three years.

3. If at any time after the imposition of one or more of the sanctions a Contractor can demonstrate
that he follows this Section, he may request the administering agency, in consultation with the Town,
to suspend the sanctions conditionally, pending a final determination by the Town as to whether the
Contractor complies. Upon final determination of the Town, the administering agency, based on the
recommendation of the Town, shall either lift the sanctions or re-impose them.
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4. Sanctions enumerated under Section XII-2 shall not be imposed by the administering agency
except after an adjudicatory proceeding, as that term is used M.G.L. c. 30A, has been conducted. No
investigation by the Town or its agent shall be initiated without prior notice to the Contractor.

CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF PUBLIC WORKS

This Contract entered into this day of , 2024, by and between
the TOWN OF FALMOUTH (hereinafter the "OWNER" or "TOWN"), a body politic organized
under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, with offices at 59 Town Hall Square,
Falmouth, MA 02540, and , a [corporate form] with offices
at Massachusetts (hereinafter the "CONTRACTOR").

WHEREAS, the OWNER seeks to construct the following:

Great Harbor Ramp Reconstruction
12 Albatross Street aka 0 Albatross Street
Woods Hole, Falmouth, MA

WHEREAS, pursuant to contracts for public works construction or for the purchase of
any material, shall be awarded to the lowest responsible and eligible bidder on the basis of
competitive bids; and

WHEREAS, the OWNER has requested and received proposals for bids and selected the
lowest responsible and eligible bidder.

NOW THEREFORE, the OWNER and the CONTRACTOR for valuable consideration
agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1: THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND BID PROCEDURES

The Contract Documents consist of the Contract and its Appendices (See Table of
Appendices, above). These documents form the Contract and are as fully a part of the Contract as
if attached to this Contract or repeated herein. The Contract represents the entire and integrated
Agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes prior negotiations, representations or
agreements, either written or oral.

ARTICLE 2: THE WORK OF THIS CONTRACT

The CONTRACTOR shall execute the entire Work described in the Contract
Documents, except to the extent specifically indicated in the Contract Documents to be the
responsibility of others.

ARTICLE 3: DATE OF COMMENCEMENT AND SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION

The date of commencement shall be not later than 10 days after issuance of notice to
proceed by the OWNER, Gregg Fraser the Town of Falmouth Harbormaster, or as mutually agreed
upon. The CONTRACTOR shall perform everything agreed by it to be performed properly and
promptly in accordance with the terms of this Contract and to the satisfaction of the TOWN or its
duly authorized representative; shall observe and comply with all existing and future state and
federal laws and TOWN by-laws and regulations in any manner affecting those engaged or



employed in the performance of this Contract.

The CONTRACTOR shall achieve substantial completion of the entire work not later
than [DATE] or other date as agreed upon with the OWNER, subject to adjustments of this
Contract Time as provided in the Contract Documents. By executing this Contract, the
CONTRACTOR confirms that the contract time is a reasonable period of time for performing the
work and achieving substantial completion.

The CONTRACTOR and the CONTRACTOR's surety shall be liable for and shall pay
the OWNER the sum of dollars ( $ ) hereinafter stipulated as liquidated
damages for each calendar day of delay until the Work is substantially completed.

Substantial completion shall mean either that the Work required by the Contract has been
completed except for work having a Contract Price of less than one per cent of the then adjusted
total Contract Price, or substantially all of the Work has been completed and opened to public use
except for minor incomplete or unsatisfactory Work items that do not materially impair the
usefulness of the Work required by the Contract. Partial use or occupancy shall not result in the
work being deemed substantially complete, and such partial use or occupancy shall not be
evidence of substantial completion.

ARTICLE 4: CONTRACT PRICE

1. LUMP SUM AGREEMENT: In consideration for CONTRACTOR’s Performance of this
Agreement, the TOWN agrees to pay CONTRACTOR the total sum of
Dollars ($ .00), subject to additions or deductions by Approved Change Order(s).

2. The Unit Prices, if any, approved by the TOWN are those included in the CONTRACTOR’s
bid or proposal.

ARTICLE S: CANCELLATION AND UNANTICIPATED CONDITIONS

If the CONTRACTOR shall neglect to perform the terms of this Contract promptly, the
OWNER, by its duly-authorized representative may, after twenty-four (24) hours written notice to
the CONTRACTOR, without prejudice to any other remedy it may have, make good such
deficiencies, and may deduct the cost thereof from any payments then or thereafter due to the
CONTRACTOR.

A. Unanticipated Subsurface or Latent Physical Conditions. Pursuant to G.L. c.30,
§39N, if, during the progress of the Work, the CONTRACTOR or the awarding authority
discovers that the actual subsurface or latent physical conditions encountered at the site differ
substantially or materially from those shown on the plans or indicated in the Contract Documents,
either the CONTRACTOR or the contracting authority may request an equitable adjustment in the
Contract Price of the Contract applying to Work affected by the differing site conditions. A request
for such an adjustment shall be in writing and shall be delivered by the party making such claim
to the other party as soon as possible after such conditions are discovered. Upon receipt of such a
claim from the CONTRACTOR, or upon its own initiative, the contracting authority shall make
an investigation of such physical conditions, and, if they differ substantially or materially from
those shown on (he plans or indicated in the Contract Documents or from those ordinarily
encountered and generally recognized as inherent in Work of the character provided for in the



plans and Contract Documents and are of such a nature as to cause an increase or decrease in the
cost of performance of the Work or a change in the construction methods required for the
performance of the Work which results in an increase or decrease in the cost of the Work, the
contracting authority shall make an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price and the Contract
shall be modified in writing accordingly.

ARTICLE 6: SUSPENSIONS AND DELAYS BY THE OWNER

In the event that a suspension or delay, interruption or failure to act by the OWNER
increases the cost of performance to any Subcontractor, that Subcontractor shall have the same
rights against the General CONTRACTOR for payment for an increase in the cost of his
performance as provisions A and B below give the General CONTRACTOR against the OWNER,
but nothing in provisions A and B below shall in any way change, modify or alter any other rights
which the General CONTRACTOR or the Subcontractor may have against each other.

A. Suspensions, Delays, Interruptions. The OWNER may order the General
CONTRACTOR in writing to suspend, delay, or interrupt all or any part of the Work for such
period of time as it may determine to be appropriate for the convenience of the OWNER; provided
however, that if there is a suspension, delay or interruption for fifteen (15) days or more due to a
failure of the OWNER to act within the time specified in this Contract, the OWNER shall make
an adjustment in the Contract Price for any increase in the cost of performance of this Contract,
but shall not include any profit to the General CONTRACTOR on such increase; and provided
further that the OWNER shall not make any adjustment in the Contract Price under this provision
for any suspension, delay, interruption or failure to act to the extent that such is due to any cause
for which this Contract provides for an equitable adjustment of the Contract Price under any other
Contract provisions.

B. Claims. The General CONTRACTOR must submit the amount of a claim under
provision 6A to the OWNER in writing as soon as practicable after the end of the suspension,
delay, interruption or failure to act and, in any event, not later than the date of final payment under
this Contract and, except for costs due to a suspension order, the OWNER shall not approve any
costs in the claim incurred more than twenty (20) days before the General CONTRACTOR
notified the OWNER in writing of the act or failure to act involved in the claim.

All claims by the CONTRACTOR shall set forth in detail all known facts and
circumstances supporting the claim. The CONTRACTOR shall continue its performance under
this Contract regardless of the submission or existence of any claims.

The liability of the OWNER under this Agreement is limited to the compensation
provided herein for work actually performed to the extent that such compensation is permitted by
law. The OWNER's liability shall in no event include liability for incidental, special or
consequential damages or lost profits or for damages of loss from causes beyond the OWNER's
reasonable control.

ARTICLE 7: PAYMENT TO CONTRACTORS

A. Payment to Contractors. Notwithstanding anything in the Contract Documents to the



contrary, any and all payments that the TOWN is required to make under this Contract shall be
subject to appropriation or other availability of funds as certified by the Town Accountant.
Payments shall be made in accordance with G.L. ¢.30, §39G. In the case of periodic payments, the
TOWN will deduct from its payment a retention based on its estimate of the fair value of its claims
against the CONTRACTOR, a retention for direct payments to subcontractors based on demands
for same in accordance with the provisions of G.L. c¢. 30, §39F, and a retention to secure
satisfactory performance of the contractual work not exceeding five per cent of the approved
amount of any periodic payment, and the same right to retention shall apply to bonded
subcontractors entitled to direct payment under G.L. c. 30, §39F; provided, that a five per cent
value of all items that are planted in the ground shall be deducted from the periodic payments until
final acceptance.

Acceptance of periodic payments by the CONTRACTOR shall constitute a waiver of
claims known or knowable at the time by the payee except those previously made in writing and
identified by the payee as unsettled at the time of periodic payment.

The payment of any periodic estimate or of any retained percentage shall in no way
constitute an acceptance of the work or in no way prejudice or affect the obligation of the
CONTRACTOR at its own cost or expense to repair, correct, renew, or replace any defects or
imperfections in the work as well as all damages due or attributable to such defects, nor shall any
such payments for any current estimate or of any retained percentages prejudice or affect the
rights of the TOWN to hold the CONTRACTOR liable for breach of contract or avail itself of
other remedies under this Contract.

If at any time there shall be evidence of any lien or other claim for which, if established,
the TOWN may become liable, directly or indirectly, and which is chargeable to the
CONTRACTOR, the TOWN may retain out of the payment then due or thereafter to become due,
an amount sufficient to completely indemnify it against any such claim. If there proves to be any
such claims after all the payments are made, the CONTRACTOR shall refund to the TOWN all
moneys that the TOWN pays in discharging such claim in consequence of the CONTRACTOR's
default.

B. [INTENTIONALLY OMITTED]

C. Payment if the OWNER Causes Delay. In accordance with G.L. ¢.30, §390(a), the
OWNER may order the CONTRACTOR in writing to suspend, delay, or interrupt all or any part
of the Work for such period of time as it may determine to be appropriate for the convenience of
the OWNER; provided however, that if there is a suspension, 'delay or interruption for fifteen
(15) days or more or due to a failure of the OWNER to act within the time specified in this
Contract, the OWNER shall make an adjustment in the Contract Price for any increase in the cost
of performance of this Contract but shall not include any profit to the General CONTRACTOR
of such increase; and provided further, that the OWNER shall not make any adjustment in the
Contract Price under this provision for any suspension, delay, interruption or failure to act to the
extent that such is due to any cause for which this Contract provides for an equitable adjustment
of the Contract Price under any other Contract provisions.

G.L. ¢.30, §390(b) provides that the CONTRACTOR must submit the amount of a claim
under provision (a) to the OWNER in writing as soon as practicable after the end of the



suspension, delay, interruption or failure to act and, in any event, not later than the date of final
payment under this Contract and, except for costs due to a suspension order, the OWNER shall
not approve any costs in the claim incurred more than 20 days before the CONTRACTOR notified
the OWNER in writing of the act or failure to act involved in the claim.

ARTICLE 8: FINAL PAYMENT

Final payment shall be made by the OWNER to the CONTRACTOR when (a) a final
Application for Payment, certified for payment by the Architect, Engineer, or the OWNER as the
case may be, has been submitted to the OWNER, and (b) whichever of the following first occurs:
(i) the CONTRACTOR has substantially completed the Work so that the value of the work
remaining to be done is, in the estimate of the OWNER, less than one (1 %) per cent of the original
Contract Price, or (ii) the CONTRACTOR has substantially completed the work and the OWNER
takes possession for occupancy.

Final payment shall constitute payment of the entire balance due on the Contract less (i) a
retention based on the OWNER's estimate of its claims against the CONTRACTOR and of the
cost of completing the incomplete and unsatisfactory items of work and less (ii) a retention for
direct payments to Subcontractors pursuant to the provisions of G.L. ¢.30, §39F.

Interest on overdue payments shall be paid pursuant to the provisions of G.L. ¢.30,
§39K.

The final payment for Work done under this Contract shall be made only after the
CONTRACTOR has signed a statement under the penalty of perjury certifying that the Work
described in this Contract has been completed by him.

The payments of the amounts due under this Contract or in accordance with any written
alterations of the same by the parties hereto shall release the OWNER and all of its officers, agents,
and employees from any and all claims and liability in any way relating to this Contract or any
such alternation thereof or anything relating thereto.

ARTICLE 9: PROJECT GUARANTEE

The CONTRACTOR guarantees that the Work and services to be performed under the
Contract and all workmanship, material, and equipment performed, furnished, used or installed in
the construction of the same, shall be free from defects and flaws and shall be performed and
furnished in strict accordance with the Drawings, Specifications, and other Contract Documents;
that the strength of all parts of all manufactured equipment shall be adequate and as specified; and
that the performance test requirements of the Contract shall be fulfilled. This guarantee shall be
for a period of one (1) year from and after the date of final completion and acceptance of the
Work. If part of the Work is accepted by the OWNER, the guarantee for that part of the Work
shall be for a period of one (1) year from the date fixed for such acceptance.

If at any time within said period of guarantee any part of the Work requires repairing,
correction, or replacement, the OWNER may notify the CONTRACTOR in writing to make the
required repairs, corrections, or replacements. If the CONTRACTOR neglects to commence
making such repairs, corrections, or replacements to the satisfaction of the OWNER within three



(3) days from the date of receipt of such notice, or having commenced, fails to prosecute such
Work with diligence, the OWNER may employ other persons to make the same, and all direct and
indirect costs of making said repairs, corrections, or replacements, including compensation for
additional professional services, shall be paid by the CONTRACTOR.

ARTICLE 10: TERMINATION, SUSPENSION, OR DELAY

A. Termination for Cause. The OWNER may terminate this Contract for cause by written
notice, in accordance with Article 14.C. if the OWNER determines that any of the following
circumstances have occurred:

1. The CONTRACTOR is adjudged bankrupt or has made a general assignment for
the benefit of its creditors;

2. A receiver has been appointed of the CONTRACTOR's property;
3. All or a part of the Work has been abandoned;

4. The CONTRACTOR has sublet or assigned all or any portion of the Work, the
Contract, or claims thereunder, without the prior written consent of the OWNER,
except as provided in the Contract;

5. The Architect or the OWNER has determined that the rate of progress required on
the Project is not being met; or

6. The CONTRACTOR has substantially violated any provisions of this Contract.

In the event of such termination, the OWNER may hold the CONTRACTOR and its
sureties liable in damages as for a breach of contract, and/or the OWNER may notify the
CONTRACTOR to discontinue all work, or any part thereof, and the CONTRACTOR shall
discontinue all Work, or any part thereof, as the OWNER may designate.

The OWNER may complete the Work, or any part thereof, and charge the expense of
completing the Work or part thereof, to the CONTRACTOR.

The OWNER may take possession of and use any materials, machinery, implements and
tools found upon the site of said Work. The OWNER shall not be liable for any depreciation, loss
or damage to said materials, machinery, implements or tools during said use and the
CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible for their removal from the Project site after the
OWNER has no further use for them.

The OWNER may, at its option, require the surety or sureties to complete the Contract.

B. Termination Liabilities. All expenses charged under paragraph A shall be deducted
and paid by the OWNER out of any monies then due or to become due the CONTRACTOR under
this Contract; and in such accounting the OWNER shall not be held to obtain the lowest figures,
by competitive bid or otherwise, for the work of completing the Contract or any part thereof.
Because both parties recognize (1) that the time for completion of this Contact is of the essence,
(2) that the Town will suffer loss if the work is not completed within the contract time specified,



plus any extension thereof allowed in accordance with the provisions of this Contact, and (3) the
delays, expense and difficulties involved in a legal proceeding to determine the actual loss suffered
by the Town if the work is not completed in time, it is agreed that the CONTRACTOR will pay
the Town as liquidated damages the sum of ($ ) per day for each and every day
thereafter that it fails to deliver such work completed according to the requirements of the
Contract.

the period of time between the last periodic payment and the date of termination, less any hold
back due to claims against the CONTRACTOR, pending resolution of same.

Payment by the OWNER pursuant to this paragraph shall be considered to fully
compensate the CONTRACTOR for all claims and expenses and those of any consultants,
Subcontractors, and suppliers, directly or indirectly attributable to the termination, including any
claims for lost profits.

D. Should any termination for cause be determined to be invalid or not for proper cause,
then the termination shall be deemed to have been for the convenience of the OWNER and the
CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to payment as provided for herein.

Any termination or suspension shall not impair the right of the OWNER to recover
damages occasioned by the fault of the CONTRACTOR.

Should the OWNER be prevented or enjoined from proceeding
with Work either before or after the start of construction by reason of any litigation or other reason
beyond the control of the OWNER, the CONTRACTOR shall not be entitled to make or assert
claim for damage by reason of said delay but time for completion of the Work will be extended to
such reasonable time as the OWNER may determine will compensate for time lost by such delay
with such determination to be set forth in writing. See also Article 7C, citing G.L. ¢.30, § 390(a)
and (b).

"Revised, no exceptions taken", the work covered by the submittal may proceed
provided it complies with the requirements of the Contract Documents. The
Contractor may release the equipment and/or material for manufacture. Acceptance of
the work will depend upon that compliance.

Final-But-Restricted Release: When marked "Approved as Noted", "Approved with
comments", "Reviewed - Make corrections noted", "Reviewed - Note
markings/comments attached", the work covered by the submittal may proceed
provided it complies with the Engineers notations or corrections on the submittal and
complies with the requirements of the Contract Documents. Acceptance of the work
will depend upon these compliances.

Returned for Resubmittal: When marked "Revise and Resubmit" or “Approved as
Noted/Resubmit”, the work covered by the submittal (purchasing, fabrication, delivery
or other activity) should not proceed. The submittal should be revised, or a new
submittal resubmitted without delay, in accordance with the Engineer’s notations
stating the reasons for returning the submittal. Resubmittal is to be received by the
Engineer within 7 calendar days of the date of the Engineer transmittal requiring the
resubmittal.

Returned for Resubmittal: When marked “Rejected” or “Not Approved", the work
covered by the submittal does not meet the intent of the Contract Documents. The
Contractor must resubmit the entire package revised to bring the submittal into
conformance even if using a different manufacturer/vendor to meet requirements.

Resubmittals will be handled in the same manner as first submittals. On resubmittals, the
Contractor shall identify all revisions made to the submittals, either in writing on the letter of
transmittal or on the shop drawings by use of revision triangles or other similar methods.
The resubmittal shall clearly respond to each Engineer’s comment on the previous
submission. Additionally, the Contractor shall pay specific attention to any revisions made
other than the corrections requested by the Engineer on previous submissions.

1.5 SCHEDULES

A. Provide a schedule describing the work to be performed by tasks with durations.

025600 - TEMPORARY BARRIERS AND ENCLOSURES

1 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
1.1 SCOPE OF WORK

A.

Use of Barriers and Enclosures: The Contractor shall furnish, erect and maintain temporary
barriers, barricades, enclosures, and temporary construction fencing as required for the
following:

a. To protect the health and safety of occupants and the general public from exposure
to immediate physical harm as well as to noise, dust, and fumes.

b. To protect new and existing adjacent construction from exposure to physical
damage, dust, dirt, and water.

c. To provide adequate avenues for vehicular and pedestrian traffic flows.

d. To protect existing vegetation, wetland resources and nearby utilities.

1.2 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

All construction activities are required to be secured with barriers as described in this section.

The general public, as well as adjacent vegetation and wetlands shall be protected from harm
by the installation of continuous, durable fencing. Fencing shall be in the form of temporary
staked silt fence or construction chain link fence with posts on foot and weights.

No unapproved signage or graphics shall be affixed to the public side of barricades or fences.
Acceptable warning and traffic directional signage is allowed.

Movable barricades shall be used when work areas require large open space during work
hours for equipment and access to and from the work site.

The face of the barricades shall be smooth and free from protrusions with edges and corners
eased with no gaps. Nails, screws and other fasteners shall be installed flush with the face of
the barricade.

Gates shall be chained and locked at all times after and before work hours.

Barriers and enclosures shall be of adequately substantial construction to serve their purpose
without failure throughout the duration of their use. Materials may be new or used, suitable
for the intended purpose, but shall not violate the requirements of applicable codes and
standards.

. Barricades shall be constructed with integral base or other devices to resist an overturning

moment created by the force of wind force. Stakes and other ground fastening options such
as post weights and sandbags should be considered depending on the circumstances of the
area and the scale of the barricade. Any implemented fastening shall not present a trip
hazard.

Caution tape is not an approved barrier for any Construction Site. Caution tape shall only be
used in an emergency situation as a quick response until the time a substantial barrier is
installed, or the emergency has been addressed. Caution tape is also permitted for use within
the inside of the work area for a short period of time when the caution tape is to be removed
on the same day of its installation.

Reflectorized orange drums and/or cones are allowed within paved areas to separate
vehicular traffic lanes and for indicating hazard zone areas.

Well-graded does not define any numerical value that must be placed on
the coefficient of uniformity, coefficient or curvature, or other specific grain size distribution
parameters. Well-graded is used to define a material type that, when compacted produces a
strong and relatively incompressible soil mass free from detrimental voids.

Influence Area The area within planes sloped downward and outward at 1:1 slope from (a) 1
foot outside the outermost edge at the base of foundations or slabs; or (b) 1 foot outside the
outermost edge of the surface of roadways or shoulder: or (c) 0.5 foot outside the exterior
edge at the spring line of pipes and culverts.

Weathered rock, dense consolidated deposits, or
conglomerate materials excluding pavements which usually require the use of heavy
excavated equipment, ripper teeth, or jack hammers for removal

. Non-hazardous Contaminated Material: Material, water or soil that does not meet the

definition of hazardous contaminated materials but contains detectable qualities of VOC’s,
petroleum, PCBs, or other hazardous materials or metals.

"Degree of Compaction" is expressed as a percentage of the
maximum density obtained by the test procedure described in ASTM D 1557.

Lift: A layer or course of soil placed on top of unprepared sub grade or a previously prepared
or placed soil in a fill or backfill.

Topsoil: In natural or undisturbed soil formations, the fine-grained, weathered material on
the surface or directly below any loose or partially decomposed organic matter. Topsoil may
be a dark-colored, fine, silty or sandy material with a high content of well-decomposed
organic matter, often containing traces of the parent rock material. Gradation and material
requirements specified herein apply to all topsoil references in this contract. The material
shall be representative of productive soils in the vicinity.

Unsatisfactory/Unsuitable Material: Soil or other material identified as having insufficient
strength or stability to carry intended loads on backfills without excessive consolidation or
loss of stability. Material that does not conform to the State’s Title V requirements for use in
leaching systems. Also backfill material that contains refuse, frozen material, large rocks,
debris and other material that could damage pipe or conduits or cause the backfill not to
compact.

Certification that the material conforms to the Specification requirements along with
copies of the test results from a qualified commercial testing laboratory shall be
submitted to the Owner for approval at least 21 calendar days before the material is
required for use. All material supplies shall be representative and be clearly marked
to show the source of the material and the intended use on the project. The
Contractor shall perform sampling of the material source in accordance with the
specifications of ASTM D75. Tentative acceptance of the material shall be based on
an inspection of the source by the Engineer and/or the conformance of certified test
results submitted by the Contractor to the Engineer at the Engineer’s discretion. No
imported material shall be delivered to the site until the Owner or the Owner’s
designee accepts the materials tests in writing. Final acceptance will be based on
Quality Control and Quality Assurance tests made on samples of material taken
from the completed and compacted course.

Gradation tests for the proposed materials shall be made on the samples taken at the
place of production prior to shipment. Samples of the finished product for gradation
testing shall be taken as specified, or more often as directed by the Engineer if
variation in gradation is occurring, or if the material appears to depart from the
Specifications. Test results shall be forwarded to the Owner or the Engineer within

If tests conducted by the Contractor or the Owner indicate that the material does not
meet Specification requirements, material placement will be terminated until
corrective measures are taken.

It shall include, but not be limited to,
earth material such as peat, organic or inorganic silts, clay, sand and gravel, cobbles and
boulders less than 4 cubic yards in volume, soft or disintegrated rock which, in the opinion of
the Engineer, can be removed without blasting or drilling, pavement, and all obstructions not
specifically included in other sections.

All excavation shall be backfilled as specified. All compacted fills shall be placed in layers
(Refer to Part 3.05 of this Specification). Each layer shall be systematically compacted by
approved compaction equipment.

Shoring and Sheeting: Shore and sheet excavations as required to prevent injury to persons
and damage to structures. Shoring should also be used for protection of excavation bank
during installation of vinyl sheathing. Arrange shoring and sheeting to preclude injuries
from occurring during removal. Obtain approval from the Owner prior to removing any
shoring, sheeting, or bracing in excavations adjacent to on-grade slabs, foundations, or other
structural elements.

3.2 WORK IN FREEZING WEATHER

Protect excavation bottoms against freezing when atmospheric temperature is less than 35
degrees Fahrenheit. Contractors shall avoid leaving open excavations overnight during
below freezing weather conditions.

The Contractor shall not place a layer of compacted fill on snow, ice or soil that was
permitted to freeze prior to compaction. Removal of these unsatisfactory materials will be
required as directed by the Engineer at no additional cost to the owner.
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3.3 REMOVAL OF WATER

The Contractor shall install dewatering basins as needed during construction. The
Contractor shall submit to the Engineer the method for dewatering to be used.

All dewatering shall be performed without damage to the work or adjacent wetland
resources. Dewatering shall be accomplished in a manner that will prevent seepage, boils,
quick conditions, softening of the base material or migration of fines.

. Dewatering Plan: If required by the Engineer or Owner, prepare a dewatering plan based on

site surface and subsurface conditions, available soil, and hydrological data. Remove water
by pumping or other methods to prevent the softening of surfaces exposed by excavation,
prevent hydrostatic uplift, and provide a stable trench condition for installation. Use screens
and gravel packs or other filtering systems on the dewatering devices to prevent the removal
of fines from the soil.

Operation and Performance: Operate the dewatering system continuously until construction
work below existing water levels is complete. After construction within the water table range
is complete and the initial backfill takes place, the water level may be allowed to rise but at
no time allow it to rise higher than one foot below the prevailing level of excavation or
backfill. A back-up pump and system should be available for immediate use.

3.4 EXCAVATION

A.

The Contractor shall provide temporary service(s) if it is necessary to interrupt existing
surface drainage, or sub-surface drainage, conduits, utilities, or similar underground
structures and parts thereof. When such facilities are encountered, the Contractor shall
remove or temporarily relocate the utility or notify and arrange for the owner of each utility
to remove or temporarily relocate their utility at no additional cost to the Owner. The
Contractor shall satisfactorily repair all damage to such facilities or structures which
occurred from the Contractor or subcontractor’s operations during the period of the contract,
at no additional cost to the Owner

Dispose of excavated material not intended for reuse so that it will not obstruct the
operations of the site, endanger structure, impair the efficiency or appearance of any
facilities, or be detrimental to the completed work.

Excavation for Structures

a. Shall conform to dimensions and elevation indicated. Excavations shall be
performed to allow sufficient room for construction and inspection.

b. Do not disturb bottom of foundation excavations. Excavate by hand to final grade
just before placement of concrete. Trim bottoms to required grades and lines to leave
solid base for concrete

. Disturbed Subgrade

c. The Contractor shall, at the request of the Engineer, place a 12- to 18-inch layer of
Gravel Borrow or 6-inches of Crushed Stone over natural underlying soil to stabilize
areas that may become disturbed as a result of groundwater. Particular attention
shall be paid to areas beneath foundations.

Excavation for Pavement

a. Excavation for pavement shall be accomplished by first saw-cutting the area in
question and made to lines and grades as shown on the Drawings. All excavations
beyond such limits shall be done at the Contractor’s expense. Furnishing, placing
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F.

and compacting suitable backfill material for pavement excavation beyond the limits
shown on the drawings or as otherwise directed by the Engineer, shall be repaired to
the satisfaction of the Engineer at no additional cost to the Owner.

Ledge Excavation:

a. If the Contractor encounters ledge, rock or boulders exceeding 4 cubic yards, the
Contractor shall immediately notify the Owner and the Engineer. The rock, ledge or
stone shall be removed to an elevation of 1 foot below any roadway gravel base
associated with pavement installation or as shown on the drawings for trench
excavation. Compensation shall be based on in-place volumes measured by the
Engineer. Blasting of any ledge shall not be permitted.

b. No ledge excavation will be paid for or shall be removed without authorization from
the Owner and in conformance with the policies as stated in the Standard Form of
Agreement Between Owner and Contractor.

3.5 BACKFILL

A. Prior to placing any backfill, remove all trash, debris, and/or any other unsuitable material

from areas where the backfill is to be placed. Do not place frozen backfill on frozen ground
or in areas where standing water is present.

General backfill should be performed at lifts no thicker than twelve inches.

Compact loose lifts as specified in Part 3.6 “Compaction” before placing the next lift. Do
not backfill in freezing weather or where the material in the trench is already frozen or is
muddy, except as authorized. Where settlements occur in trenches and pits due to improper
compaction, excavate to the depth necessary to rectify the problem, then backfill and
compact the excavation as specified herein and restore the surface to the required elevation.
Coordinate backfilling with testing of utilities

. Do not operate earth-moving or other heavy equipment within a distance that will cause

damage to new or existing structures. Hand operated vibratory compactors shall be used at
all levels above the harbor tide range.

Backfill excavations as promptly as work permits, but not until inspection, testing approval
and recording locations of underground utilities or structures have been performed.

3.6 COMPACTION

A. Compaction within the depth influenced by the water table should not be subject to a relative

compaction rate. The contractor should carefully compact within this depth with plate
compactors and with the use of the excavator’s bucket or as otherwise deemed appropriate
by the Engineer.

Provide not less than the following percent relative compaction at optimal moisture content,
as determined by ASTM D-1557, Modified Proctor Test.

Base Course: Compact base course material below bituminous pavement to not less than
95% relative compaction.

Subbase: Compact subbase course material not less than 90% relative compaction.

All other fill materials, with the exception of Crushed Stone and unless otherwise specified,
shall be compacted to not less than 90% relative compaction.

All materials placed below foundations and below or around subsurface utilities and within
their zone influence area, shall be compacted to not less than 95% relative compaction.
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G. Place Ordinary Borrow in 12-inch maximum loose lifts and compact each lift to not less than

90% relative compaction. Make proper allowances for pavements and topsoil.
p prop

H. Place the Gravel Borrow in previously excavated areas under and within the influence area

of slab or structure shown. In no case, provide less than 12 inches of compacted Gravel
Borrow beneath concrete slabs. Compact each lift to not less than 95% relative compaction.

3.7 BACKFILL FOR FINAL GRADING
A. Backfill or filling required below gravel subgrade elevation shall be with Ordinary Borrow

placed in layers having a minimum loose lift thickness of 12-inches.

B. Subbase and base course shall be placed in layers having a maximum loose lift thickness of
8-inches and 6-inches, respectively, except in confined areas or within 3 feet of new or
existing structures where maximum loose lift thickness shall be 8-inches or less as
determined by the Engineer. All base courses shall be compacted to 95%.

3.8 PROTECTION

A. Shoring and Sheeting: Provide shoring, bracing, trench boxes, and sheeting as required.

Include provisions in the shoring and sheeting plan that will accomplish the following:

Prevent undermining of pavements and slabs.

C. Prevent slippage or movement in banks or slopes adjacent to the excavation.

D. Structures and Surfaces: Protect newly backfilled areas and adjacent structures, slopes, or

grades from traffic, erosion settlement, and any other damage. Repair and reestablish
damaged or eroded grades and slopes and restore surface construction prior to acceptance.
Protect existing manhole covers with metal plates or other appropriate means.

3.9 MOISTURE CONTROL

A. During the compacting operations, the moisture content of the material shall be within the

B.

range necessary to obtain the specified compaction, as determined by laboratory testing.

Maintain moisture content throughout the lift. Insofar as practicable, add water to the
material at the site of excavation. If required, supplement the material by sprinkling the
material with water.

In-place material shall be of proper moisture content before working to obtain the specified
compaction. Wetting or drying of the material and manipulation when necessary to secure
uniform moisture content throughout the layer shall be required. Should the material be too
wet to permit proper compaction, all work on all portions of the areas affected shall be
delayed until the material has dried to the required moisture content. Sprinkling shall be
done with approved equipment that will sufficiently distribute the water.

3.10 MAINTENANCE

A. Protect newly graded areas from erosion and keep free of trash and debris. Repair and re-

establish grades in settled, eroded and rutted areas to specified tolerances

Where compacted areas are disturbed by subsequent construction operations or adverse
weather, scarify, reshape and compact to required relative compaction

3.11 CONTAMINATED SOIL

A. Existing soil or water at the work sites that the Contractor encounters that appear oily, have

a chemical odor, or appear to be contaminated, shall immediately be brought to the attention
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of the Owner. Any contaminated material shall be handled in accordance with the State
Standards and shall be disposed of in a legal manner.

B. Any cleared and excavated materials, which are suspected of being contaminated, shall be
stockpiled on-site and in an envelope of polyethylene sheeting.

3.12 SURFACE RESTORATION

A. Upon completion of this work, the Contractor shall restore surface areas as described in the
Construction Drawings. Refer to corresponding specifications for loam and mulching areas,
bituminous pavement areas, stormwater utility areas, etc.

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complete and the enclosure water is clear. The Contractor shall install a secondary silt
curtain within high sediment activities should a single silt curtain is found to be insufficient
to keep sediments within the enclosure.

C. If necessary, the Contractor may furnish and install a pre-assembled siltation fence in
strategic upland locations to protect the site and the work.

a. The siltation fence and associated materials must be new.

b. The fence must be installed by excavating a continuous 6" deep x 6" wide trench
along the line of the fence with the spoil piled up-grade.

The fence is unrolled by section on the ground.

The fence is then installed by driving the oak posts securely into the bottom of the
excavated trench on the downgrade side of the trench.

The spoil is then back filled and mounded up against the fence and tamped by foot.
The fence shall be lapped at ends of section a minimum of 12-inches.

The fence shall be maintained continuously during the construction.

After final cleanup, the Contractor shall remove and properly dispose of all fence
materials.

D. If necessary or as directed by the Owner or by the Engineer, the Contractor shall furnish and
install a row of bales of straw or silt sock in appropriate locations for the prevention of
excavation material washout into stormwater system excavation. The bales of straw must be
new at the beginning of the construction.

E. When the use of bales of straw is in place the installation should be in one row and laying
the bales end to end. At each end of the row there should be two additional bales at a
staggered placement.

F. The Contractor shall maintain 200 linear feet of silt fence onsite in the event erosion occurs.
If erosion occurs during construction the Contractor shall take steps to control the erosion.

G. When used the silt fence shall be lapped at ends of section a minimum of 12-inches. The
fence shall be maintained continuously until any erosion problem has been contained. After
final cleanup, the Contractor shall remove and properly dispose of the fence.

H. The Contractor shall clean any paved surface along the site access route of any silt.

3.3 EXECUTION

A. Spreading and Compaction: The base material shall be prepared by first spreading the ballast
rock to the dimensions specified followed by placement of the crushed stone to fill (chock)
the voids between the larger ballast rock.

B. Perform this installation in two layers to allow installation of the geogrid fabric at the
midpoint of the gravel base material.

C. All equipment necessary for the proper construction of this work shall be on the project site,
in first-class working condition.

D. Following the completion of the base course, the Contractor shall perform all maintenance
work necessary to keep the base course in a condition satisfactory for placement of concrete.
If cleaning or removal of debris or sediment is necessary, or if the surface becomes disturbed,
any work or restitution necessary shall be performed at the expense of the Contractor.

3.4 PROTECTION

A. Work on the base course shall not be accomplished during freezing temperatures nor when
the subgrade is wet. When the aggregate contains frozen materials or the underlying course
is frozen, the construction shall be stopped.
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B. Hauling equipment may be routed over completed portions of the base course, provided no
damage results and provided that such equipment is routed over the full width of the base
course to avoid rutting or uneven compaction. However, the Owner's representative in
charge shall have full and specific authority to stop all hauling over completed or partially
completed base course when, in his opinion, such hauling is causing damage. Any damage
to the base course resulting from routing equipment over the base course shall be repaired by
the Contractor at his own expense.

321200 - FLEXIBLE PAVING

1 GENERAL
1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS

A. All of the Contract Documents, including General and Special Conditions apply to the work
of this section.

1.2 DESCRIPTION OF WORK

A. The work of this section includes furnishing and installing bituminous concrete pavement
within the areas affected by the installation of the concrete boat ramp that needs pavement
repair work.

B. Flexible pavement shall only be installed for the necessary areas not to exceed the pre-
construction limits, unless authorized by the Owner, of the existing as specified in the
Construction Drawings.

1.3 RELATED WORK SPECIFIED ELSEWHERE

A. All of the Contract Documents, including General and Special Conditions apply to the
Work of this Section.

B. Massachusetts Highway Department Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges
(States Standards).

C. Other specifications sections that directly relate to the work of this section include, but are
not limited to, the following:

a. Section 310000 — Earthwork
b. Section 312500 — Erosion and Sedimentation Control
c. Section 321123 — Aggregate Base Courses

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Installer: A firm having at least three years’ experience in bituminous concrete pavement
installation.

B. Source: A plant acceptable to the Massachusetts Highway Department.
1.5 TESTS

A. Where plant inspection is maintained by the Massachusetts Highway Department, the
material will be considered acceptable for use when the specified tests from samples obtained
at the production plant indicate conformance to M3.11.09, Massachusetts Standard
Specifications for Highways and Bridges.
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B. Pavement density shall be determined as outlined in M3.11.09, Massachusetts Standard
Specifications for Highways and Bridges.

C. The bituminous mixture and the labor for obtaining these samples in the field shall be
furnished without charge by the Contractor. The samples shall be taken in accordance with
AASHO T230-68.

1.6 SUBMITTALS

A. Product Data: Submit source of bituminous concrete. Submit range of Contractors installing
the pavement. Provide certifications stating that materials comply with requirements.

1.7 DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING
A. Deliver materials in accordance with material specifications.

B. Bituminous mixture shall be delivered on the same day as its installation. No storage of
bituminous mixture for a period of time in excess of 4 hours will be allowed.

1.8 PROJECT CONDITIONS

A. Weather: Perform work only during existing and forecasted weather conditions within the
limits established by Massachusetts Highway Department, Section M3.11.03.

B. Substrates: Proceed with work only when gravel base is accepted by the Engineer.

2 PRODUCTS
2.1 MATERIALS AND PRODUCTS

A. General: This type of pavement shall be composed of mineral aggregate, mineral filler and
bituminous material. The pavement shall be constructed in courses as shown on the plans
and as directed on the prepared existing base in accordance with these specifications and in
close conformity with the lines, grades, compacted thickness, and typical cross section
shown on the plans.

B. Materials shall meet the requirements in the following Subsection of Division III,
Massachusetts Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, Materials:

Mineral Aggregate M3.11.04

Mineral Filler M3.11.05

Bituminous Materials M3.11.06
3 EXECUTIONS

3.1 GRAVEL BASE COURSE AND SUBGRADE PLACEMENT

A. Place materials in the proper lift depths and perform compaction as specified in Section
310000 “Earthwork” and Section 321123 “Aggregate Base Course.” Make proper allowance
for bituminous courses.

3.2 BITUMINOUS CONCRETE BINDER COURSE PLACEMENT

A. Provide a Bituminous Concrete Binder Course on the road subbase having a compacted
thickness as shown on the drawings. The Bituminous Concrete Binder Course shall be
provided in accordance with the applicable requirements of the State Standards, Section 420,
Subsection 420.20 and Item M3 for materials.

3.3 BITUMINOUS CONCRETE SURFACE COURSE PLACEMENT
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A. Place Bituminous Concrete Type I-1 Surface Course in compacted thickness as shown on the
Drawings. The finished pavement surface shall be flush with existing pavement grade or as
directed

B. There shall be no overlap of new pavement and old pavement surfaces, refer to construction
details.

C. The Bituminous Concrete Surface Course shall be provided in accordance with the
applicable requirements of the State Standards, Section 460, Subsection 460.20, and Item
M3 for materials.

3.4 TRANSPORTATION AND DELIVERY OF MIXTURES

A. The mixtures shall be transported from the plant to the work in vehicles previously cleaned
of all foreign materials. During transportation of the mixture from the plant to the spreader
on the work, each load shall be fully covered at all times, without exception, with canvas or
other suitable material of sufficient size and thickness to furnish complete protection. The
mixture shall not be transported such a distance that segregation of the ingredients takes
place or that any crust is formed on the surface, bottom or sides of said mixture which will
not crumble or flatten out when the mixture is dumped or shall otherwise be deleterious to
the mixture in place on the roadway.

B. The vehicles for transporting the mixture shall be tight and the inside of the bodies shall be
evenly and lightly coated with the suitable thin oil or approved soap solution, but no excess
of lubricant shall be allowed to accumulate in low spots in the body.

C. When necessary, proper insulation of the vehicles transporting the mixture shall be made to
ensure that the mixture is delivered for placing at the proper temperature.

D. The dispatching of trucks from the plant shall be so arranged that all materials that are to be
delivered at or on the road surface during any day shall be placed and shall have received
final compaction before nightfall of the same day; unless artificial light, satisfactory to the
Engineer is provided.

E. The air temperature in the shade and away from artificial heat will govern the temperature of
the mixture when delivered at the project site as follows, within a tolerance of plus or minus
20°F.

a. Normal Layered Construction (temperature in degrees)
Air Temperature  Project Deliver Temperature

35F 300F
40F 290F
65F 280F
90F, or over 275F

F. Existing pavements outside of the indicated work limits that are damaged as a result of the
Contractor’s operations, including base courses, bituminous tack coats and surface courses,
shall be replaced by the Contractor in accordance with the requirements specified herein for
the respective type of pavement, in a satisfactory manner and at no additional cost to the
Owner.

3.5 SPREADING AND FINISHING

A. The placing of the various asphalt pavement mixtures is intended to be primarily by machine
methods.
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B. The contractor may use mechanical equipment for spreading and finishing such as self-
powered pavers.

C. If during construction, it is found that the spreading and finishing equipment or technique in
use leaves tracks or indented areas, or produces other permanent blemishes in the pavement,
which are not satisfactorily corrected by the scheduled operations; the use of such equipment
shall be discontinued and other satisfactory spreading and finishing equipment shall be
provided by the Contractor.

D. The mixture shall be placed and compacted only at such times as to permit the proper
inspection and checking by the Clerk and/or Engineer. The mixtures shall only be placed in
the work when they can be efficiently and satisfactorily placed by the methods stipulated
herein.

E. The construction of bituminous concrete pavement shall terminate November 15 and shall
not be resumed prior to April 1 except as approved in writing by the Engineer. When the air
temperature falls below 50°F, extra precautions shall be taken in drying the aggregates,
controlling the temperatures of the materials, placing, and compacting the mixtures. No
mixture shall be placed unless the breakdown and intermediate rolling can be completed by
the time the material has cooled to 170°F, and if the density of the completed pavement
attains at least 90% of the laboratory compacted density.

F. The mixture shall be placed only upon approved surfaces that are clean from foreign
materials and dry; and when weather conditions are suitable. The Engineer may, however,
at the entire responsibility of the Contractor, permit work to continue when overtaken by
sudden rain, but only with material which may be in transit from the plant at the time, and
then only when the temperature of the mixture is within the temperature limits specified and
the existing surface on the roadway is not excessively wet.

G. The bituminous concrete shall be placed in courses as shown and specified within the Plans
and Specifications.

H. When an existing surface or new base upon which the bottom course is to be placed contains
unsatisfactory irregularities, in the Engineer's judgment, such irregularities shall be
eliminated by an adequate placing and compaction of mixture so as to furnish a surface with
true contour and grade before placing any specified course of mixture.

I. No traffic of any kind shall be permitted on binder or base when direct or any other foreign
substance may be tracked thereon.

J. The contact surfaces of manholes, catch basins or other appurtenant structures in pavement
shall be painted thoroughly with a thin uniform coating of bitumen (Department
Specifications RS-1) just before any mixture is placed against them. Special attention shall
be given to proper testing of the surface of each course with a straightedge. The finished
surfaces shall be even and uniform throughout.

K. Any mixture that becomes loose or broken, mixed with dirt, or in any way defective shall be
removed and when replaced with a new mixture that shall be compacted to conform to the
surrounding area. Areas of one square foot or more showing an excess of bitumen shall be
removed and replaced.

L. The methods of spreading the bituminous concrete mixtures shall be as follows:

a. Hand Spreading. When hand spreading, the mixture shall be placed by dumping on
approved steel dump sheets outside the areas upon which it is to be spread, or by
other approved satisfactory methods. Immediately thereafter, it shall be distributed
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into place by means of hot shovels and spread with hot rakes or lutes in a loose layer
of uniform density and correct depth. The tines of the rakes shall be not less than
1/2 inch longer than the loose depth of mixture and spaces between tines shall be not
less than 1 inch. Loads shall not be dumped any faster than they can be properly
handled by the shovelers and the shovelers shall not distribute the dumped load any
faster than it can properly be handled by the rakers. The raking shall be done with
skill and care to avoid segregation and so that, after the first passage of the roller over
the raked mixture, no back patching will be necessary.

b. Machine Spreading. All mixtures shall be deposited in an approved mechanical
spreader and immediately spread thereby; and then struck off in a uniform layer to
the full width required and of such depth that each course, when compacted, shall
have the required thickness and shall conform to the grade and cross section contour
specified. The mixture shall be deposited in the center of hoppers with care exercised
to avoid overloading and spilling. The pavers shall operate while the mixture is
being spread at a speed which will produce a uniform surface texture. Immediately
after any course is screeded and before compaction is started, the surface shall be
checked, any irregularities adjusted, any accumulation from the screed removed by
rake or lute, and all fat spots in any course removed and replaced with satisfactory
material. Irregularities in alignment and grade along outside edge shall be corrected
by the addition or removal of mixture before the edges are rolled. Indiscriminate
casting of mix on the new screeded surface, where irregularities are not evident, shall
not be permitted. All edges shall be true and uniform.

3.6 COMPACTION

A.

After the paving mixture has been properly spread, initial compaction shall be obtained by
the use of power rollers of approved design and weight per inch width of roller. The rollers
shall be steel wheeled supplemented with pneumatic-tired rollers, or where permitted by the
Specifications, vibratory rollers.

. Steel wheel rollers for initial and intermediate rolling shall have a weight of not less than 240

pounds per inch width of tread. Final rolling of the top course surface shall be performed by
a steel wheel roller weighing not less than 385 Ibs. per inch tread at a mix temperature and
time sufficient to allow for final smoothing of the surface.

. Pneumatic-tired rollers, when conditions warrant, shall be provided with devices capable of

varying tire pressures. When using a pneumatic-tired roller, care shall be taken in that initial
rolling by the steel wheel roller be restricted to one pass where upon the pneumatic-tired
roller shall immediately follow the initial steel wheel rolling.

. Vibratory steel drum rollers may be used subject to the conditions set forth herein. The

machine shall have a device registering the number of vibrations per minute and information
available to the Engineer in order to check the roller operation.

The V.P.M. on base and binder course material shall be a minimum of 1500 V.P.M. and a
maximum of 1700 V.P.M., or in accordance with the recommendations of the manufacturer,
when approved by the Engineer. The V.P.M. on surface course material shall be a minimum
of 2200 V.P.M. or in accordance with the recommendations of the manufacturer, when
approved by the Engineer

The vibratory roller shall be completely shut off during change of direction and care
exercised to start this action only when the roller is in motion. In order to prevent creeping
and aggregate crushing during rolling of layered pavement, care shall be taken not to exceed
one pass in the direction of the paver with vibrator in action and one return in a static
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condition and for deep lift pavement these passes shall not exceed two operations in each
direction, except that the number of vibratory passes in either direction may be varied in
order to obtain the required density.

G. A smoothing roller of either the pneumatic-tired or steel wheeled type may be used
immediately behind the last pass of the vibrating roller. The use of a vibratory roller may be
suspended by the Engineer if, in his opinion, unsatisfactory results are being obtained and no
further mix shall be spread until a sufficient number of approved rollers are on the project to
satisfy the compaction requirements.

H. The number of rollers and passes required shall be governed by the compaction results;
however, at least one steel roller shall be provided for each paver employed on the paving
operation. This is independent of the requirements of the pneumatic-tired roller.

I. Each roller shall be operated by a competent, experienced roller operator and shall be kept in
nearly continuous operation as practicable while work is underway. The mixture shall be
rolled longitudinally, diagonally and traversely as may be necessary to produce the required
contour for surface. The rolling shall be continued and so executed that all roller marks,
ridges, porous spots and impressions are eliminated, and the resulting surface has the
required grade and contour. The motion of the rollers shall at all times be slow enough to
avoid any displacement of the hot mixture. Any displacement or marring of the surface
occurring as a result of reversing the direction of the rollers, or from any other cause, shall be
corrected. To prevent adhesion with the mixture, the wheels of the steel rollers shall be kept
lightly moistened with water, but excess water will not be permitted. The use of oil for this
purpose will not be allowed.

J. Along curbs, structures and all places not accessible with a roller, the mixture shall be
thoroughly compacted with mechanical tamping devices. The surface of the mixture after
compaction shall be smooth and true to the established line and grade.

K. All density measurements of the completed pavement shall be not less than 95% of the
density obtained from Laboratory compaction of the mixture composed of the same
materials in like proportions. Laboratory compaction will be performed by Department
Standard Methods.

3.7 JOINTS

A. Placing of the mixture shall be as nearly continuous as possible and the roller shall pass over
the unprotected end of the newly placed mixture only when the placing of the course is to be
discontinued for such length of time as would permit the mixture to attain initial stability. In
all such cases, including the formation of joints as herein specified, provision shall be made
for proper bond with the new surface for the full-specified depths of the courses.

B. The maximum length of longitudinal joint shall be such that the temperature of the mixture
at the joint shall not be less than 150°F, when abutting mixture is placed.

C. Longitudinal and traverse joints shall be made in a careful manner, well bonded and sealed,
and true to line and grade. Where and as directed, longitudinal and traverse joints for both
top and bottom courses placed this or previous contracts shall be cut back to expose the full
depth of the course and, when the laying of the course is resumed, the exposed edge of the
joint shall be painted with a thin coat of bitumen (Department Specification RS-1). The new
mixture shall be carefully raked against the joint, thoroughly tamped and rolled.

D. In making joints along any adjoining edge such as curb, gutter or an adjoining pavement,
and after the mixture is placed, just enough of the hot material shall be placed by hand
method to fill any space left open. These joints shall be properly "set-up" with the back of a
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E.

rake at the proper height and level to receive the maximum compaction. The work of
"setting up" these joints shall be performed only by competent workmen.

The rolling of the successive widths of courses shall overlap and shall be performed so as to
leave smooth, uniform joints and cross sections.

3.8 TESTING SURFACES

A.

The plane of the finished surfaces of the base courses and/or binder course and the top
course of compacted mixtures shall be tested with a straightedge. The straightedge shall be
carefully applied immediately after first compaction by rolling and, from then on, as many
are necessary until and after the final compaction of the material in place. The straightedge
shall be held in successive positions parallel to the road centerline and in contact with the
road surface; and the entire area checked from one side to the other of the pavement. Any
irregularities from a true finished surface shall be corrected.

. The top of resurfaced areas, which contain manhole covers, water gate boxes, etc., shall be

tested as specified herein before except that a straightedge shall be used. Any irregularities
from a true finished surface shall be corrected.

Irregularities, which may develop before the completion of rolling and while the material is
still workable, may be remedied by loosening the surface mixture and removing or adding
material as necessary. Should any unsatisfactory irregularities or defects remain after final
compaction, the defective work shall be corrected by removing and replacing with new
material, as specified, to form a true and even surface. All minor surface projections, joints
and minor honeycombed surfaces shall be ironed out smoothly to grade, as may be directed.

. Adequate and approved straightedges shall be furnished and used by the Contractor with

supervision and inspection by the Engineer. The Contractor shall provide or designate a
competent employee whose duty shall be to carefully use the straightedge to check the
compacted surfaces.

The entire cost for furnishing adequate and approved straightedges with the use of same and
the repair or removal and replacement of pavement, as may be required by the Engineer,
shall be borne by the Contractor as part of the payment made to him for the relevant items.

3.9 OPENING TO TRAFFIC

A.

No vehicular traffic or loads shall be permitted on the newly completed pavement until
adequate stability has been attained and the material has cooled sufficiently to prevent
distortion or loss of fines. If the climate or other conditions warrant it, the period of time
before opening to traffic may be extended at the discretion of the Owner.

The Contractor shall furnish, install and maintain temporary barricades to keep the traffic off
the newly installed pavement until the surface is suitable.
